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Dear colleague

Many organisations in Lancashire make a sustained and valuable contribution to the provision of Positive Activities for young people. This area is also a National Indicator for which all partners in the Lancashire Area Agreement have a shared responsibility and which is promoted and monitored by the Young People's Service. 

The Young People's Service has been made aware of a new requirement for providers of Positive Activities for young people, from the Department for Children, Families and Schools.

In the week of 1 February 2010, there will be a survey of all Positive Activities taking place for young people aged 13-19 in all Local Authority areas. This new development leads me to write to invite you to participate in the survey, so that Lancashire may provide the fullest possible picture of positive activities available for young people in the week.

If you are able to participate, I ask you note that latest date for your completed survey to be emailed to the above address is 15th February 2010. There is provision for providing an earlier return of the survey, indicating a planned programme, if you are concerned about adhering to this timescale. 

A background paper, provided by the DCFS, is attached to this letter with a copy of the spreadsheet to be used in your completed return. I have also provided specific guidance on completing the spreadsheet itself, which should help clarify any questions and aid in the collation of information from a range of providers.
